Means and procedures for intensified exchange of information and effective scrutiny of EU matters, especially in the monitoring of the principle of subsidiarity.

· Do you think the channel of official information exchange, IPEX, and the complementary channel for exchange of unofficial information, representatives in Brussels, should be developed in any way and, if so, how?


· Regarding the subsidiarity monitoring mechanism, do you see a need for new complementary channels for exchange of information or procedures for cooperation? If so, which?


· Is there, in your opinion, a need to elaborate a model for closer cooperation between national parliaments, beyond exchange of information? 


Means and procedures for effective coordination of interparliamentary meetings and other activities.
