	Government 
	The Government transmits to the Senate its draft position on the EU proposal, no later then within 14 days of the receipt of such draft.

	
	Presidium of the Foreign and EU Affairs Committee (chairman and 4 deputies)

	The Presidium takes a decision:
- to put the EU proposal on the agenda of the committee sitting for discussion,
- to refer the EU proposal to a sectoral committee (optional). 

	
	Foreign and EU Affairs Committee
Sectoral committee
	At the committee sitting a decision is taken about the EU proposal’s compliance or non-compliance with the principle of subsidiarity.
If the Foreign and European Union Affairs Committee or the sectoral committee (they work separately)  decides that the EU proposal breaches the principle of subsidiarity, it issues an opinion and puts forward a draft Senate resolution.

	
	Marshal of the Senate
	The Marshal of the Senate refers the draft resolution to the Foreign  EU Affairs Committee and the relevant sectoral committee to work on it and present a joint report. 

	
	The Senate 
	The final opinion on the EU proposal’s non-compliance with the subsidiarity principle is voted on at the Senate plenary sitting.
