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On 16 October 2013, the Senate Standing Committee on European Union Policies issued an opinion with qualifications, recommending preliminary harmonisation of crimes against "the financial interest of the Union". The opinion also recommends a "more detailed assessment of the compatibility of powers vested under the measure with overarching legal and judiciary constitutional principles". 
On 19  November 2013 the Senate Standing Committee on the Judiciary passed a resolution noting that— 
1) the language of Articles 8, 13 and 14 of the draft regulation submitted by the Commission is inaccurate, generic and not in line with Italian legal terminology;
2) Articles 26, 27, 28, 29 and 30 should be reworded in order to render them compliant with Articles 14, 15, 25 and 111 of the Italian Constitution.
