On 6 March 2014, the Senate Standing Committee on Environment, Environmental Properties and the Land adopted a favourable resolution with the following qualifications: 
1) certain heavy duty vehicles should be approved in accordance with the requirements for light-duty vehicles with respect to their pollutant emissions without lowering the level of environmental protection within the Union; 
2) methane emissions should be included in the calculation of CO2 emissions; 
1) the current total hydrocarbons (THC) emission limit should be increased in order to facilitate the introduction of natural gas vehicles; 
2) the emission limits under regulations (EC) Nos 715/2007 and 595/2009 should be revised;
3) the European Commission may adopt a number of delegated acts under Article 290 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union by adapting Article 290 TFEU to the provisions in Regulation (EC) No 715/2007 which provide for the use of the regulatory procedure with scrutiny; 
4) Implementing powers should be conferred on the Commission in order to ensure uniform conditions for the implementation of Article 4(2) and (3) of Regulation (EU) No 715/2007. 

In the framework of the use of commercial and industrial vehicles, local government is urged to promote emission reduction.
