Conclusions of the Resolution:

Committee for European Affairs 

1. agrees with the proposed strategy to strengthen cyberresistance, deterrence and international cooperation on cyber security issues;

2. welcomes the accent on education and enlightenment in cyber security;

3. supports the proposed change in the functioning of the Agency ENISA and the extension of its mandate for an indefinite period;

4. agrees with establishing of the common framework for cybercrime certification, provided that the flexibility and adaptability of certification schemes is ensured, with regard to the development of new technologies;

5. due to fact, that cyberdefense and cybersecurity can not be separated, the Committee supports the idea of funding cyberdefense from the European Defense Fund and the inclusion of cyberdefense within the framework of permanent structured cooperation (PESCO).

6. authorizes the Chairman of the European Affairs Committee to forward this resolution to the President of the European Commission in the context of the Political Dialogue.
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
