The Committee
	I. 
	Welcomes
the Resolution of the National Assembly of the French Republic on the democratic anchoring of European economic governance from 27th November 2012;


	II.
	Supports 

a quick establishment of the conference of representatives of the relevant committees of the European Parliament and representatives of the relevant committees of national parliaments with a view to discussing budgetary policies and other issues covered by the Treaty on Stability, Coordination and Governance in the Economic and Monetary Union according to Art. 13 of the aforementioned Treaty;


	III.
	Recalls
· that the Senate called upon the Government of the Czech Republic to initiate the process of ratification of the Treaty on Stability, Coordination and Governance in the Economic and Monetary Union in its 510th Resolution delivered on the 17th meeting of the 8th term held on 8th February 2012;

· that according to Art. 16 of the Treaty on Stability, Coordination and Governance in the Economic and Monetary Union, within five years of the date of its entry into force, the necessary steps shall be taken with the aim of incorporating the substance of the Treaty on Stability, Coordination and Governance in the Economic and Monetary Union into the legal framework of the European Union;


	IV.
	Is therefore of the opinion
that representatives of national parliaments of those member states of the European Union that have not yet become parties to the Treaty on Stability, Coordination and Governance in the Economic and Monetary Union shall be allowed to participate in the conference from the beginning, at least as observers;


	V.
	Recommends and Supports
that the representatives of the Senate participate in the conference;


	VI.
	Recalls
that the economic and, above all, budgetary policy represents the very core of sovereign statehood and parliamentary democracy and, therefore, considers it necessary that the constitutional powers of national parliaments should be duly taken into account and should not be eroded in the course of further integration in this area, to which the establishment of the conference according to Art. 13 of the Treaty on Stability, Coordination and Governance in the Economic and Monetary Union may contribute;


	VII.
	Takes the following stand
on further aspects of organisation and composition of the conference:

· the conference should be composed of six representatives of each national parliament and the European Parliament, i.e. using the same model as the Conference of Parliamentary Committees for Union Affairs of Parliaments of the European Union (COSAC);
· each national parliament and the European Parliament should determine independently the relevant committees, the representatives of which shall participate in the conference;

· a potential special committee for the euro area established from the members of the conference should only hold meetings within the conference and its meetings should be open to the other members of the conference;


	VIII.
	Authorises 

the Committee Chairperson Senator Miroslav Krejča to submit this Resolution to the President of the Senate of the Parliament of the Czech Republic.
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
